PLEASANTON PTA RECOGNIZES YOUNG ARTISTS

 The Pleasanton PTA Council held its first annual Reflections Arts Recognition Program on Thursday, January 22, 2004 at Harvest Park Middle School.  The National PTA believes all children deserve a quality arts education and encourages students to pursue artistic expression through participation in its annual arts Reflections Program.   Our local students, from Kindergarten through 12th Grade, have entered their work in four categories:  musical composition, literature, photography and visual arts.  The theme of this year’s program is “I’m happy when…” 

A total of 161 young artists from 4 Pleasanton schools submitted entries for this year’s program to their local PTA or PTSA sponsored program.  The participating schools were Walnut Grove Elementary PTA with 5 entries, Mohr Elementary PTA with 118 entries, Harvest Park Middle School PTA with 15 entries and Amador Valley High School PTSA with 23 entries.   Reflections Committees at each of these schools identified students in each category and age level to represent their school at the Council level.  A total of 52 entries were submitted to Pleasanton PTA Council for recognition.  

Of these, the work of 16 students were chosen to represent Pleasanton PTA Council at the next level, Peralta District PTA, which encompasses all of Alameda County:
