Members of the Alisal Elementary School PTA focused on sun safety during the 2002/2003 school year.  Their goal was to raise awareness among students, parents and staff members of the tremendous potential for damage by excessive sun exposure.  Informational assemblies were held, posters were displayed and sun protective hats were sold, at cost, to Alisal families.  

The PTA worked hard to convince the PUSD School Board to investigate the viability of adding shade structures to campuses in need of them to ensure students’ sun safety during playground time.  As a result of the PTA’s efforts, the School Board allocated $200,000 to provide shade structures at Alisal and a number of other Pleasanton schools.
